! ‘ — - The word “SCIENCE” probably congers up a multitude of different pictures for different people. Some
b I l l may imagine thick textbooks, white lab coats, telescopes, microscopes, and petri dishes with some form

of fuzzy colored stuff growing in them. For others it may be a “clean” room with people in hazmat suits
mixing up some odd concoctions. Still others may just shudder at the word because they don’t
“understand” science.

\}/‘ But did you know that everyone does Science every day? You may not realize it, but you do “science” in your ever day life! Every
 time you try a new recipe, or modify a recipe, or look at a computer, build a snowman or sandcastle, watch an airplane cross the
" sky or take-off or land, watch a bird fly, or just ask “how did they do that?” you are doing science!

v How can you help your kids to understand science better? By showing them that science is everywhere! If they are curious about
something (and | don’t know any kid who is not!) show them that they can “experiment” and find out more about it! That is what
they are learning at HMSA, so why not carry on with the lessons at home? Since my children were very young, we have done
5, “science” with them. No, we don’t have an elaborate laboratory in our basement full of bubbling beakers and test tubes, but we
., have always encouraged our children to be inquisitive — to ask the question: “How does that work?” Or “Why does that happen
I when I do this?” We ask the guestions, then “experiment” to find the answers, and sometimes even teach ourselves something
v new!

VI remember when my oldest son (who is now 26 yrs. old) was little, he was in the yard watching a robin pull an earthworm from the

ground. He turned to us and asked “What good are worms other than for feeding birds and fishing?” So, we decided to find out.
" We built an earthworm box (under the guise of having bait for fishing) and raised earthworms! We collected earthworms and
placed them in the box along with egg shells, coffee grounds, and other organic waste from dinner (old lettuce leaves, and potato
peels, etc.) and layered them in moist newspaper and kept the lid on the box. In a month or so, there were more worms, and soil in
., the container along with the worms. Our son was amazed that the eggshells and other organic materials had gone, and in their
\1/‘ place was soil. It was a simple experiment that provided a summer’s worth of learning (not to mention some fantastic fishing bait!)

W/ Baking is another great way to share science with your children. Baking = chemistry. Ever try to bake something without following a
W recipe? The recipes have precise measurements of ingredients for a reason! Chemical reactions and heat transform a sticky gooey
substance into bread, cookies, cakes, and other yummy treats.

Try this at home with your kids- take a recipe for your favorite cookies. Make a batch according to the recipe, and make one batch
with just guessing how much of each ingredient to use. Watch their reaction when the first batch comes out like planned, and the
., other is just a big mess that doesn’t taste right, or has the wrong consistency. Ask your kids to try to figure out why the second
\}/‘ batch didn’t turn out right! Or better yet, ask them to guess what is in their favorite cookie recipe, and have them add the
v ingredients they think are in there, as well as how much of each they believe is in the recipe. They will have fun trying to figure it
V7 out, and will wonder what happened when it doesn’t work the way it should.

/' Since science is all around us, and we use science in our everyday lives, shouldn’t our children have an understanding of science? It
" doesn’t have to be difficult, and should be very fun as well as educational. Work on some cool science experiments as a family.
Organize a neighborhood “science fair” and have the kids all present their projects to one another. Have a “science” based party for
the kids including mixing and making things like Jell-O and Kool Aid. All of those things are science! Or just spend time baking and
cooking with your children. It is the most fun and tasty way to share the wonderful world of “Science” with them!
